was founded at National University of
Kyiv-Mohyla Academy in 1999. Kmbs is
a platform that brings together key social

Yukhymenko Family Doctoral School

serves as an informational, educational, research, cultural, and outreach unit of Kyiv-
Mohyla Academy. The NaUKMA's Library has a collection of over million printed and
electronic publications. Founded in 1992, it inherited Kyiv-Mohyla Academy’s library,
stemming from an extensive book collection of Petro Mohyla. He bequeathed it to the
Academy in 1647, thus starting the tradition of donating books to the library.

In 2022, the NaUKMA's Department of Chemistry developed the unique technology
for creation of the closed production mini-complexes of green metallurgy in Ukraine.

StopFake initiative was founded by the faculty members, students, and graduates of the
Mohyla School of Journalism on March 2, 2014. It operates in 12 languages. In 2017,

StopFake.org’s work was acknowledged in a report by the U.S. Senate Foreign Relations
Committee as «one of the most internationally recognized organisations for successfully

countering Russian disinformation».

Kult: podcast is a project for intellectuals to highlight the Ukrainian and global culture.
It is produced in Ukrainian, English and French. Its authors are Tetiana Oharkova

and Volodymyr Yermolenko, Kyiv-Mohyla’s alumni and faculty members.
